In modern life sciences, however, 

fundamental research and practical application are closely intertwined. New technological 

options give rise to moral controversies. How can scientists cope with this challenge? Do they 

bear specific social responsibility? And what does it take to meet this expectation? The lecture 

offers an introduction to the fundamentals and principles of research ethics.
